GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF TASKS AND OBJECTIVES TO BE ACHIEVED
The National Animal Health and Production Officer will work under the overall supervision of the FAO Representative for South Sudan and the direct supervision of the Animal Health and Production Officer and in support of the Deputy FAO Representative, Area Coordinator Abyei, Technical Staffs and relevant technical divisions in Headquarters.
